Types of Courses 
The school offers a range of courses aimed at students

from different backgrounds: 

General English 
Cambridge Examinations 
IELTS
Business

Whilst choosing the correct course it is important to decide on the

number of lessons/hours you wish to study during your time in the

school. Students have 3 choices: 

Standard 
(20 lessons, 15 hours a week) 

This is our core programme. This level comprises 4 lessons per day

(classes will be either morning or afternoon). 

Intensive
(25 lessons, 20 hours a week) 

This combines the standard programme with 5 additional lessons.

The intensive course incorporates a one hour session from Monday to

Friday focusing on different aspects of the language.

Full Immersion 
(40 lessons, 30 hours a week) 

This programme is designed to assist students who are only able to

study for a short time and who want to maximise their exposure to

the language.
